Jafra held a series of first aid trainings; in time of conflicts, everyone should learn 
how to deal with injuries during emergencies. Readiness can help to survive ca-
tastrophes and conflicts. 



5Jafra Lebanon Initiatives  

Jafra Lebanon initiated  several initiatives to serve the communities. Among them, 
a weekly cleaning campaign in Beddawi Camp and the rehabilitation of the foot-
ball stadium and surrounding streets in Nahr el Bared.  The football pit  is again able 
to welcome local sports clubs and CSOs while streets are now lighted thanks to a 
solar technology.  



6Jafra X UNDP

In November, the project in cooperation with UNDP in the Bekka saw the distribu-
tion of food parcels to 371 families and harvesting the planted agricultural fields 
permitted to feed 100 more individuals with 10 different type of crops. The project 
gave the opportunity to women and men increasing their skills in cooking and 
planting.
